The Environmental Monitoring & Reporting Branch carries out many activities that are similar to those done by SEMGC, for example, environmental monitoring, groundwater/well water quality monitoring, air pollution modelling & monitoring, management of environmental data & databases, and climate change modelling including greenhouse gases.

Formed in the aftermath of Hurricane Hazel, TRCA has a strong history in watershed management and leadership in applying sustainability practices (flood management) in protecting environment, educating young people, and engaging communities, governments, businesses, and individuals. Today, it owns more than 40,000 acres of land in the Toronto region, employ more than 475 full time employees and coordinate more than 3,000 volunteers each year. TRCA is participating in the establishment of a province-wide groundwater monitoring network in partnership with the Ministry of the Environment. The network provides an early warning system for changes in water levels caused by climate conditions or human activities and information on regional trends in groundwater quality. As of July 2001, instrumentation for all twelve monitoring wells allotted to TRCA had been installed. Eventually, professionals and members of the public will be able to access water level and water quality data via the Internet. Water level data will be recorded on an hourly basis and posted every two weeks. · Hanlan Water Project / Water and Waste Water Master Plan – Presentation regarding major infrastructure works being undertaken to provide water and waste water services to support growth in Mississauga and neighbouring communities. Presenter: Andrew Farr, Director of Water for the Region of Peel.

· Lakeview Waterfront Connection Project – Presentation regarding a joint project being undertaken by The Credit Valley Conservation Authority, the Region of Peel and the Toronto Region Conservation Authority to create a waterfront park in eastern Mississauga on the Lake Ontario shoreline. Large amounts of clean fill are being generated by the construction of the Hanlan watermain referenced above. Typically construction fill is treated as waste and hauled long distances for disposal at considerable cost. This project treats the fill as a resource to create a new natural waterfront park that will enhance degraded local aquatic and terrestrial habitat conditions at a minimal cost. Presenter: Kate Hayes, Credit Valley Conservation Authority.

· Tour of the Lakeview Water Treatment Plant and/or G. E. Booth Wastewater Treatment Facility –These are showcase facilities that provide service to the cities of Mississauga and Brampton and the Town of Caledon. The presentations will take place in the meeting facilities at the Lakeview Water Treatment Plan which is a LEED certified building.

· Inspiration Lakeview Project – Presentation regarding the redevelopment of 245 acres of land on the eastern part of Mississauga adjacent to Lake Ontario, the Lakeview Water Treatment Plant and G. E. Booth Wastewater Treatment Facility. The vision for the site, formally a coal burning power generating station, is the creation of a mixed use, sustainable community.
